FIVE 2ND QUARTER 2010 PUBLIC INFORMATION AND 
EDUCATION MINI-GRANTS AWARDED

The Nebraska Academy of Sciences, Inc. received 11 applications totaling $31,103 for the second quarter 2010 Public Information and Education Mini-grants funded by the Nebraska Environmental Trust.  Grant applications were submitted by:  
Keep Omaha Beautiful, INC. – Storm Drain Cleaning and Education; Omaha’s Henry Doorly Zoo – Amphibian Conservation Education Student Workshops; Nemaha Natural Resources District – Watershed of Wonders Youth Day Camp; University of Nebraska at Omaha – UNO Nature Preserve Educational Materials; Garden County Schools – Greenhouse Growing and Learning; Sandhills Journey Scenic Byway Interpretive Visitor Center – SISB Natural Wonders Kiosk; Children and Nature in Our Parks/NGP – High Plains Science Adventures; Burt County Extension/UNL – Pedaling for Power; Friends of Extension & 4-H Douglas &  Sarpy County – Environmental Literacy: Platte River System; Omaha by Design – Environment Omaha: “What can you do?” Campaign Expansion; Grand Island Area Clean Community Systems – Recycling/Waste Reduction at Husker Harvest Days and State Fair.

Five of the 11 grant applications were approved for funding at the June 4th, 2010 Nebraska Academy of Sciences Executive Committee meeting.  The selections were forwarded to the Nebraska Environmental Trust for final approval and contracts were sent out June 11th.  Second quarter recipients are: Keep Omaha Beautiful, INC. – Storm Drain Cleaning and Education; Omaha’s Henry Doorly Zoo – Amphibian Conservation Education Student Workshops; Garden County Schools – Greenhouse Growing and Learning; Children and Nature in Our Parks/NGP – High Plains Science Adventures; and Grand Island Area Clean Community Systems – Recycling/Waste Reduction at Husker Harvest Days and State Fair.
 
The Nebraska Environmental Public Information and Education MiniGrant Program  awards MiniGrants of up to $3,000 each, to support the presentation and dissemination of information and perspectives that will stimulate enhanced environmental stewardship in any category eligible for Nebraska Environmental Trust (NET) funding.  These categories are habitat, surface and ground water, waste management, air quality, and soil management.  The grant expands dialogue on important current conservation topics and provides information on emerging or highly useful conservation methods.  All Nebraska individuals, private organizations, and public entities are eligible to apply for these funds.  Application deadline for 2010 third quarter applications is Friday, July 9th, 2010.
