 2011 PUBLIC INFORMATION AND 
EDUCATION MINI-GRANTS UPDATE

The Nebraska Academy of Sciences, Inc. received three applications totaling $7650 for the third quarter 2011 Public Information and Education Mini-grants funded by the Nebraska Environmental Trust.  Grant applications were submitted by:  
WasteCap Nebraska, Inc. – 2011 Sustainability Summit; Board of Regents, UNO – Environmental Calendar; and Community CROPS – VegFest 2011.  

Applications were reviewed at the PIE review meeting on July 28, 2011 and recommendations to fully fund all three grants were forwarded to the Nebraska Academy of Sciences Executive Committee.  Final approval of the three grants was discussed at the NAS Executive Committee meeting on August 27th and following confirmation by the Nebraska Environmental Trust, grant recipients were notified in early September.  A total of $7650 was awarded for the third quarter of 2011.

The 2011 fourth quarter PIE grant application deadline is October 7th.  Please consider applying for a PIE grant, on-line submission is encouraged with a hard copy to follow in the mail.  Hard copies must be postmarked by the application deadline.

The Nebraska Environmental Public Information and Education MiniGrant Program  awards MiniGrants of up to $3,000 each, to support the presentation and dissemination of information and perspectives that will stimulate enhanced environmental stewardship in any category eligible for Nebraska Environmental Trust (NET) funding.  These categories are habitat, surface and ground water, waste management, air quality, and soil management.  The grant expands dialogue on important current conservation topics and provides information on emerging or highly useful conservation methods.  All Nebraska individuals, private organizations, and public entities are eligible to apply for these funds.  The third quarter grant deadline is July 8th, 2011. The Nebraska Legislature created the Nebraska Environmental Trust in 1992. Using revenue from the Nebraska Lottery, the Trust has provided over $157 million in grants to 1,231 projects across the state.
