THIRD QUARTER 2010 PUBLIC INFORMATION AND 
EDUCATION MINI-GRANTS RECEIVED

The Nebraska Academy of Sciences, Inc. received 7 applications totaling $19,109 for the third quarter 2010 Public Information and Education Mini-grants funded by the Nebraska Environmental Trust.  Grant applications were submitted by:  
Central Platte Natural Resources District - Husker Harvest Days Native Grassland Awareness Project; Nebraska Rural Living - Chicken Dance Trail Habitat Management on Medicine Creek Adventure; The Crane Trust - Joint Meeting of the North American Crane Working Group and The Waterbird Society; WasteCap Nebraska - Nebraska Product Stewardship Videos and Webinar; Omaha’s Henry Doorly Zoo - Butterfly Conservation Education Workshops; Friends of Heron Haven - Support for a Wetland Festival; and  Nebraska Sustainable Agriculture Society - Healthy Farms/Rural Advantage Conference.
 
Applications were reviewed at the PIE review meeting on August 3rd, 2010.  Final approval of five grants was discussed at the NAS Executive Committee meeting on August 28th and following confirmation by the Nebraska Environmental Trust, grant recipients were notified in early September.  A total of $13,609 was awarded for the third quarter of 2010.

Grants were awarded to Central Platte Natural Resources District - Husker Harvest Days Native Grassland Awareness Project - $2700; WasteCap Nebraska - Nebraska Product Stewardship Videos and Webinar - $2884; Omaha’s Henry Doorly Zoo - Butterfly Conservation Education Workshops - $3000; Friends of Heron Haven - Support for a Wetland Festival - $2025; and  Nebraska Sustainable Agriculture Society - Healthy Farms/Rural Advantage Conference - $3000.

The Nebraska Environmental Public Information and Education MiniGrant Program  awards MiniGrants of up to $3,000 each, to support the presentation and dissemination of information and perspectives that will stimulate enhanced environmental stewardship in any category eligible for Nebraska Environmental Trust (NET) funding.  These categories are habitat, surface and ground water, waste management, air quality, and soil management.  The grant expands dialogue on important current conservation topics and provides information on emerging or highly useful conservation methods.  All Nebraska individuals, private organizations, and public entities are eligible to apply for these funds.  Application deadline for 2010 fourth quarter applications is Friday, October 8th, 2010.  Due to a gap in grant funding there will not be any grants awarded in the first quarter of 2011.  The second quarter 2011 grant deadline is tentatively scheduled for April 8th, 2011. The Nebraska Legislature created the Nebraska Environmental Trust in 1992. Using revenue from the Nebraska Lottery, the Trust has provided over $157 million in grants to 1,231 projects across the state.
